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After the SecondWorld War

1948: the State brought the church-

schools under the control

Only 8 Catholic, 1 Calvinistic and 1 Jewish 

secondary grammar school was left in 

denominational hands.

In 1978 new schedules and new plans of 

training and education enacted

1985: Act of Education: system of 

counselling instead of school-inspectors, 

innovations in teachersô authority and 

stuffsô suspensory veto in case of 

headmasters nomination.



1990: Politicalchangeover

1990 was the starting point of 

denominational ïand Calvinistic - schoolsô 

reorganization. Schools - derived from 

other countries - with special programs 

(such as Waldorf- and Rogers-schools) 

were also started. 

In 1993, the parliament passed the New 

Act on Public Education. The law 

reconfirmed the duration of compulsory 

education between 6 and 16 and declared 

the freedom of school foundation and 

maintenance.
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
